We are slated for a “playground refresh”,
meaning that some of the older equipment will be updated. The equipment has been
backordered, and we are excited that it will be installed by the end of the month!

Our security camera project is going well, also. Most of the cameras inside of the school have
been installed. Once the servers and the outside cameras are installed, the project will be
complete.
