
 Math 4/5:  Students in 
math 4/5 are beginning 
Module 5 “Fraction 
Equivalence, Ordering, 
and Operations”. We will 
spend 39 days decom-
posing, adding, subtract-
ing, and comparing frac-
tions. In December, we 
will look for patterns 
and use our multiplica-
tion and division facts to 
recognize equivalency. 
Students will also use 
number lines and area 
models to represent 
their understanding.  

 Math 4: Armed with an 
understanding of re-
mainders, students ex-
plore factors, multiples, 
and prime and composite 
numbers within 
100.  Students gain valu-
able insights into pat-
terns of divisibility as 
they test for primes and 
find factors and multi-
ples, at times using their 
new skill of dividing dou-
ble-digit dividends.    

 Science: We will be 

studying the amazing 
human brain. They inves-
tigate how the senses 
work together to send 
signals to the brain and 
how the brain then pro-
cesses this information. 

 Reading: In reading, 
students are starting a 
new unit in poetry. They 
will be reading poems by 
a diverse group of poets 
and writing their own 
poetry as well.  

 Reading ELC: Students will be studying the theme, Com-
munication, in Unit 2. This month students will read a va-
riety of Junior Great Book stories and poems. They will 
continue to develop their critical and creative thinking 
skills with texts from Jacobs Ladder. Students are also 
engaging in Literature Circle discussions based on a fic-
tion book of their choosing. Please ask your 4th grader if 
they have any unfinished work to complete every night.  

 Social Studies: In social studies, students will learn 
about cultural exchange between Native American Indians 
and European Settlers. They will evaluate the impact of 
colonization and cultural exchange on the lives of Ameri-
can Indian people, included in Maryland.
