I know that teachers are maintaining high expectations and students are truly working hard
on assignments and in their small group focussed lessons. Our goal is to make the very most
out of every day that we have with your children in person and online. I welcome emails
from parents with suggestions and compliments of the work that our teachers and
paraeducators are doing. We have not done this work before, but we do have a growth
mindset and work to take a “continuous improvement” approach to teaching and learning.

I want to publicly say thank you to our PTA for a wonderful “welcome back lunch” for staff
earlier this week. It was a treat for everyone at school and we appreciate the generosity and
the extra time and effort that it took to order and have lunches delivered. Rockwell PTA
Rocks!

As we close this second week of in person school, I want to wish everyone a healthy and
peaceful spring break. School is closed for the break- March 29th through April 5th. We will
return for a virtual day of instruction for those who have chosen in-person instruction on
April 6th and 7th. April 8th will be our first day back for in-person instruction for Grade K-2
students and Grade 3-5 Red Group Students.

Bus & Car Arrival & Dismissal

With over 220 students arriving and leaving school daily, we have had to be
careful and mindful in managing both. Even though we have half of the students

returning for in person school, we have the same number of buses daily- 22 total (morning/mid
day/afternoon) to coordinate. We have approximately 40 cars dropping off and picking up students
in the morning and/or afternoon on most days. This is a terrific increase to our typical school year.
Here are some items for all of us to consider so that we can work in concert to make arrival and
dismissal safe and effective for all of our Rockwell students and families:

Effective Car Drop-off and Pick-up: A Collaborative Effort!

1. The bus loop directly in front of the building is for buses only from
8:30-9:20 a.m. and 3:10-4:00 p.m. each day.

2. There is no prolonged stopping and no parking permitted in the car drop off/pick up
circle adjacent to the parking lot. It is expected that this car line will keep moving to allow
parents to circulate and drop off/pick up students. We are providing assistance at this time to
bring students to cars in the afternoon. Also, please display your child’s name (these were
provided to you) in your dash so that we can quickly find your children and send/bring them to
you.

4. If it is necessary to walk your child to the door in the morning, please use the parking lot spaces
then walk to your child’s designated entry. Students in kindergarten, and Grades 3, 4, and 5 use
the main doors. Students in Grades 1 and 2 use the entry door closer to the parking lot. PEP
students enter at classroom doors. If you would like to park and meet your child after school,
please wait on the sidewalk in front of the building but not under the portoco where we are
escorting younger students to buses.

6. All curbs painted yellow are “No Parking” zones. Also, handicapped parking is clearly labeled
and is reserved for those cars displaying official tags or placards.

7. Students arriving to school after 9:00 a.m. are considered tardy and must be walked to the
front/main doors. You may ring the security button and an office staff member will unlock the



door for your child to come in. Please give your child a note indicating why they are tardy. This
will be recorded and your child will be taken to his/her classroom. Only in an emergency are
parents permitted into buildings.

8. Since we have many more cars in our car line daily, please take care to drive slowly- 5 miles
per hour! Also, be mindful of crosswalks. Yield to all pedestrians in crosswalks who are
crossing streets or walking in the parking lot.

9. Cars begin to line up early for drop-off and arrival. Please be courteous to other drivers/parents
and be mindful of your place in line. When the line gets long, cars are asked to travel past the
school to the circle at the end of Cutsail to take their place in line. Cutting off the line at the
parking lot entrance is not desirable and is not courteous. Thank you for your cooperation and
consideration of other Rockwell families who are waiting in line. We have been successful in
getting all students into cars by 3:40PM on most days. Thank you for working with us to make
this happen.

10. With so much care taken for an organized and coordinated dismissal, please do not change
your child’s “going home” plan at the last minute. In typical years, we have many parents who
call in to the office and/or email secretaries or teachers about a change for student dismissal for
their children. Unless it is an extreme emergency, please avoid asking for this service. So much
of what we are doing takes more adult support- it is really difficult when we are asked to make
exceptions for students without at least one day’s notice and this notice given to us beforehand
in writing and/or email. We appreciate your understanding and cooperation.

Thank you, MCPS, for Family Thermometers!

MCPS purchased a thermometer for every family household. These were sent home
this week or they will be sent home the week of April 6th for Rockwell families.
Please use these daily to check your children’s temperatures before sending them for
in-person school. Please don’t forget to complete the MCPS Student COVID 19

Attestation Form for your child if they are in-person. We do not need you to complete this if
your child is online for school and does not enter our building. Together, we can keep
everyone healthy and safe!

COVID-19 Pool Testing Will Resume Weekly at Rockwell on April 9th

We must all do our part to prevent the transmission of the COVID-19 virus
in our schools. This includes participating in school-provided COVID-19
testing to identify cases where the student or staff member may not be
showing symptoms. MCPS families were notified about this new effort in
February and March. Tests will be provided for all students and staff on a weekly

basis. Each swab will be placed in a common tube for that classroom or group and sent off to a
central testing laboratory. The test detects whether the virus that causes COVID-19 is present in
that pooled sample. Schools will receive results within 2-3 days. A consent form is available
below. If you do not complete the consent form, your child will not be able to participate in
testing.

*Note: We had a successful “pilot” of this program today, March 26th. We won’t have any
results until after the weekend. We had over 60 students participate today.

Chromebook Repairs

Chromebook repairs will now need to go through a process that is outlined in the
Chromebook Obligations document. To summarize this document, if you have
an issue with your MCPS Chromebook:

● Go to 45 W. Gude Drive.
○ Parents should park in the 45 W. Gude parking lot and walk up to the front overhang

parallel to Gude Drive.
● Provide Students ID#, First and Last Name, School, and Contact Information. Please

ensure accuracy of information.
● A loaner device can be requested at this location, if inventory is available. ● The loaner
may be a different model than the original chromebook but should still allow all accessibility.
● Once the repair is complete, the child’s school will contact the parent/guardian to arrange a

time for pick up.
○ Parents/guardians will also be notified of any incurred cost. The Chromebook

Obligations Repair Costs document provides details.
○ If the loaner device is not returned there will be a $100 flat fee.

Be Well 365 Recovery Student Supports and Interventions

All schools will continue to implement social-emotional supports for

students. Student Well-Being Teams:

**Rockwell Elementary has a Student Well-Being Team and we meet weekly to discuss and
brainstorm supports for students and families. If you have a concern about your child or your
family, please reach out to Mrs. Clark, Mr. Isabell, Mrs. Kane, or your child’s teacher. We want to
be sure that we support all of our families.**

Schools have designated student well-being teams that will receive referrals for student support
from school staff and families. These teams will provide support to students who are struggling
with social-emotional concerns, attendance, and engaging with online learning. They will also
support the delivery and monitoring of Social Emotional Learning (SEL) lessons. The teams are
comprised of school administrators, counselors, psychologists, pupil personnel workers (PPW’s),
parent community coordinators (PCC’s) and other building staff.

Student Psychoeducational Lessons: All schools are required to implement a
student psychoeducational lesson during a Social-Emotional Learning (SEL)



schedule blocks in Student psychoeducational lessons provide direct crisis
intervention support to students. This lesson will provide students crisis facts about
the dual pandemic (COVID-19 and systemic racism) in our nation. It will also

provide information on common crisis feelings/reactions, stress management strategies, and where
to find help. Teachers will implement these lessons with coaching from the building counselors,
psychologists, and other school-based mental health staff. Families who have concerns about their
child’s ability to participate in the student psychoeducational lessons due to a mental health
concern or a prior traumatic event should contact the school administration to request an
alternative way of meeting the lesson objectives. The student will also be referred to the student
well-being team for additional support.

Social Emotional Learning Lessons: Throughout the school year, staff will provide Social
Emotional Learning lessons to help students effectively apply the knowledge, attitudes, and skills
necessary to understand and manage emotions, set and achieve positive goals, feel and show
empathy for others, establish and maintain positive relationships, and make responsible decisions.

Family resources: Parent Academy workshops are free workshops that
provide information, resources, and tools & tips to support student success.
The Parent Academy is designed to inform and empower families as
advocates and partners in their children's education. Workshops provide
families with useful information and resources to support their children's

academic and emotional well-being, as well as helping them to be college and career ready.
Through a variety of learning opportunities, we hope to strengthen our engagement with families
and the community. We recognize that behind every successful student are supportive families,
teachers, school staff and community members who take an active role in educating our students.

We want our families and students to remain engaged throughout the school year. While we may
not be able to meet face-to-face, Student, Family and School Services is excited to provide "Parent
Academy TO GO," a series of virtual workshops for families to view at home.Families can access
additional information about social emotional support on the following websites:

Update on Mathematics Courses

MCPS recognizes the COVID-19 pandemic has impacted many students’ learning in mathematics
over the course of the 2020 and 2021 school years. As a result, adjustments to existing courses
and alternative recommendations for course pathways are currently being discussed. While no
decisions have been made for the 2021-2022 school year, MCPS continues to engage in
discussions and will meet with school principals, teachers and the community to receive feedback
and make needed adjustments.

A final decision about the district mathematics course offerings will be made in April. As a result,
mathematics course offerings and student recommendations for the 2021-2022 school year may
change in the coming weeks and months based on student data and anticipated readiness.
Addressing the needs of all students continues to be the top priority for the district.

Actualización sobre los cursos de matemáticas

MCPS reconoce que la pandemia de COVID-19 ha repercutido en el aprendizaje de matemáticas
de muchos estudiantes en el transcurso de los ciclos escolares 2020 y 2021. En consecuencia, se
están debatiendo actualmente ajustes en los cursos existentes y recomendaciones alternativas a
los trayectos de los cursos. Si bien no se han tomado decisiones para el ciclo escolar 2021‒2022,
MCPS sigue participando en las discusiones y se reunirá con los directores de las escuelas, los
maestros y la comunidad para recibir opiniones y hacer los ajustes necesarios.

Update on State Testing

The Maryland State Board of Education recently approved that the following spring 2021
assessments will be cancelled:

● English Language Arts (ELA) (Grades 3-8, 10)
● Mathematics (Grades 3-8 and Algebra 1)
● Alternate Assessments in ELA and Reading (Grades 3-8, 11)
● Maryland Integrated Science Assessments (MISA) in Grade 8 and high school
● Government Assessment in high school

The ACCESS for ELLs assessment for students who are English Language Learners will continue
for those students who will be attending in-person instruction.

The MCAP ELA and Math assessments will be given to students in the fall of 2021, on a much
smaller scale. School staff will use data from the assessments to assess student progress.

The Maryland State Department of Education will provide additional information on how the
cancellation of these spring assessments will impact high school assessment graduation
requirements.

El Departamento de Educación del Estado de
Maryland (Maryland State Department of Education‒MSDE) proporcionará información adicional
sobre cómo la cancelación de estas evaluaciones de primavera afectará los requisitos de
graduación de la escuela secundaria.
