Understand the needs of
families and not assign
homework on holidays and
weekends.

Correct assignments and
provide constructive feedback
in a timely manner.

Use the resources such as the
MCPS Homework Hotline, the
classroom teacher, after
school homework club and
fellow parents to assist their
students.
