Landscape architects must be prepared to
work on large projects such as public spaces,
and be knowledgeable about issues such as
grading, constructing structures and drainage.

Education: Bachelor’s or Master’s degree,
must be licensed.

A landscape designer, on the other hand,
typically has more knowledge in different
aspects of gardening and specialized plant
knowledge. Design maintenance plans in
addition to designing garden and landscape
layouts.

Education: Associates or Bachelor’s degree
in landscape design, plant and soil science
or horticulture, license usually not required.
