World Languages

Spanish 1 students created poems about them-
selves and their personalities. In Spanish 2 clas-
ses, students analyzed art work in Spanish and
engaged in writing.

Italian 1 students completed an interactive oral
presentation in which they exchanged introduc-
tions and discussed likes and dislikes.

French 2 students worked on a PowerPoint
presentation that focused on comparing foods
from Francophone and American cultures while
finding unique ingredients in their cooking tradi-
tions. Intemnational Baccalaureate (IB) French 5
and 6 students are researching about Franco-
phone countries in order to analyze the impact
that French colonization has on these countries’
current relationship with France.

Social Studies

The Social Studies Department has been en-
gaged in some fascinating projects. AP Govern-
ment classes are in the midst of mock political
party campaigns, wherein students are research-
ing stances on political issues and will piece
them together for a mock election. IB History
seniors completed a video pen pal, global educa-
tion project by discussing Art as a form of Re-
sistance in present day society. They will ex-
change experiences with their counterparts in
Santiago, Chile. This project was designed as
part of an experience related to our visiting Art
Teacher, Felipe Salas, from Colegio Obispo Al-
vear in the Puente Alto section of Santiago,
Chile. The African American History Class is
finishing up a video production, in honor of His-
panic Heritage Month, on Afrolatinos and the
African presence in Latin America. And finally,
our 1B Anthropology students are doing ethnog-
raphy work around immigration and the question
of borders.
