1. Date item became missing or stolen. 
2. Have serial numbers available, make, model, color of item which has become missing or stolen. 

3. Know the value of your missing or stolen item. Keeping receipts is helpful when reporting such items. 

4. In the event, of Theft is there any suspect information?

5. When reporting always remember the 5 “W’s”
