Overall Goals ~  

 To increase freshmen overall grade 

point average 

 Prepare freshmen for the rigors that 

await them their sophomore year in 

high school.   

 Increase freshmen opportuniƟes for 

programs and grants that are based 

on overall grade point average. 

Why do students need Transi ons? 

NaƟonally, a recent study of public 

school enrollment paƩerns shows that…  

 There is a sharp increase in the 

number of students enrolled in ninth‐

grade over the last 30 years, 

indicaƟng that an increasing number 

of students are being retained. 

 Also, the rate at which students 

disappear between ninth‐ and 10th‐

grade has tripled over the same Ɵme 

period (Haney, 2004). 	
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Predictors of success in high school: 
 
Each addiƟonal percentage point 
increase in aƩendance decreases 
the odds of repeaƟng 9th grade by 
5%. 
 
The higher the number of credits a 
student aƩempts in 9th grade, the 
lower the odds of not being promot‐
ed to 10th grade. 
 
Students aƩend class more oŌen 
when they have strong relaƟonships 
with their teachers, and when they 
see school and their coursework as 
relevant and important to their fu‐
ture.
