Statistics Indicate:

• Nearly nine in ten people (88 percent) with 
postgraduate degrees participated in music 
education. Further, 83 percent of those with 
incomes of $150,000 or more participated in 
music. (Harris Interactive Poll, October 2007)

• Students in top quality music programs scored 
22 percent higher in English and 20 percent 
higher in math on standardized tests mandated 
by the No Child Left Behind Act. (University of Kansas)

• In 2006, SAT takers with coursework in music 
performance scored 57 points higher on the 
verbal portion of the test and 43 points 
higher on the math portion. (The College Board, Profile 
of College-Bound Seniors National Report for 2006)
