Students should keep a copy of these standards in their notebooks. English teachers may collect and save a signed copy.  
Make-up work
· Within three days of return from absence, the student must discuss a makeup plan with the teacher.  
· Long-term assignments are due the day the student returns from an absence.  Cases where illness delays preparation should be discussed with the teacher.
· If an absence is unexcused, students will earn no credit for classwork or testing due on that day.

· Assignments must be turned in on time if a student is in the building at ANY time during the day.
Late assignments
· Late assignments submitted after the due date and by the deadline are penalized 10%.
· Student work submitted by the deadline and meeting minimum standards as defined by the teacher will earn a grade of no lower than 50 percent. Work not completed by the deadline, or not meeting minimum standards, will earn a zero. 
Submitting assignments to Turnitin

· To earn full credit students must submit an assigned paper to turnitin.com no later than the deadline for the assignment. 
· Teachers may opt to withhold a grade until the assignment is submitted to Turnitin.com and/or require a Turnitin submission receipt. 
Grading

· Homework = 10% 
· Required Quarterly Assessments (where applicable) = 10% 
· Coursework and common tasks comprise the remainder of the grade.
Plagiarism
· “Even when it is unintentional, presenting someone else’s thoughts, ideas, expressions, or information without proper acknowledgment of the source is an act of academic dishonesty” (Kleppner). It is also dishonest to help other students plagiarize by sharing work or allowing another student to copy an assignment. Students wishing to submit any part of any assignment they’ve previously submitted—for their current class or for another class—must obtain the teacher’s prior approval.
· Assignments that contain plagiarism will earn a zero with no opportunity to redo for credit—regardless of intent and even if the plagiarized material accounts for a small percentage of the entire paper. Partial credit may be assigned when there is clear evidence that a student attempted to document a source but did so inadequately or carelessly. 
English teachers hold all students to high standards of academic honesty, rigor, and effort. We encourage students who need clarification on an assignment or additional support to approach us for help or go to the Writing Center at lunch or after school.
