Students expecting to graduate this school year (June or August 2015) will continue to meet
their HSA graduation requirements (pass all HSAs; receive a combined passing score; or
complete Bridge Plan projects).

Students enrolled in Algebra 1 and English 10 in the 2014-2015 and 2015-2016 school
years will take the PARCC assessments corresponding to thosa courses, but they will not be
required to pass the PARCC assessments in order to graduate.

Students enrolled in Algebra 1 and English 10 in the 2016-2017 school year and beyond will
be requirad to pass the PARCC assessments in those courses, or complete Bridge Plan projects
in order to graduate.

Government and Biology H5As are not impacted by the transition to PARCC and will continue
as requiremants.
